However, members have not become complacent, Intince to strive to ensure that the Indian
Ocean region will not become a safe haven for suloistrd or unseaworthy shipping that could be a
hazard to navigation, or a risk of causing mariokugion.

But memberssed#hat there are still many challenges ahead,
and to face these challenges, the IOMOU is comdttieenhancing the skills of the PSC officers
through consultation and training.

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l INTRODUCTION

- GENERAL

The Memorandum of Understanding on Port State ©bnin the Indian Ocean region was
finalised on the basis of the first preparatory timgein India in October 1997 and the second
meeting in June 1998 in South Africa. The Secondefihg was attended by Australia,
Bangladesh, Djibouti, Eritrea, Ethiopia, India, yaKenya, Maldives, Mauritius, Mozambique,
Myanmar, Oman, Seychelles, South Africa, Sri Lafkayzania and Yemen.

The port State control system aims to verify whefoeeign flagged vessels calling at a port of a
State, comply with applicable international margimonventions. When vessels are found not to
be in substantial compliance with applicable lawsalevant convention requirements, the PSC
system imposes actions to ensure they are bromghtcompliance. Ships to be inspected are
selected on the basis of criteria outlined in thendrandum and a non-discriminatory policy is

observed.

Under the Memorandum each Authority will establesid maintain an effective system of port
State control. The ultimate goal is to identifylaliminate substandard ships from the region.

Mr. Abeyratne Banda presided over the Committeeting as Chairman.
Important outcomes of the meeting included.
a) Developing guidelines for PSC inspections of-@amvention ships.
b) Finalising the criteria and format for a shign‘ Watch List’.
c) Revising the IOMOU PSC Manual.
d) Signing of Agreement with IMO to provide PSCaltd the IMO database GISIS.

Basic training course for the PSCOs of IOMOU regias held from 19 to 23 May, 2008, at Cape
Town in South Africa. The Course was organizedhgy $outh African Maritime Safety Authority
with the Assistance of IMO. Non members of IOMQu&re also invited by the IMO.

Participants from Authorities of Bangladesh, ConsoroEritrea, India, Iran, Kenya, Maldives,
Mauritius, Mozambique, South Africa, Sri Lanka, &aodind Tanzania, attended the Course.

Committee decided that th&' SCO seminar will be held in Mumbai, India, bueda technical
reason the seminar was cancelled.



Considering the importance of co-operation and lbaigation, IOMOU participated in the joint
CIC on Safety of Navigation with Paris and Tokyo M@ the year 2008. All the CIC inspections
were recorded in the Indian Ocean Computerisedrmdton System (IOCIS) for the information
of all interested parties. The Committee decidegdrticipate in the joint CIC inspections as and
when conducted by the Paris and Tokyo MOUs. Then@ittee also confirmed that it would

consider granting observer status to other MOUaraswhen such requests are received by the
Committee.

Indian Ocean MOU realized the need of this co-gmaraight from its inception and obtained the
observer status with the Tokyo MOU and continuesn@ntain this status by attending their
committee meetings as well as other activities.

With the similar spirit the IOMOU granted obserstatus to the MOUs as indicated under the list
of observers.

The representatives of the Secretariats attend@aelns committee meetings depending upon their
own programmes. During the year the Secretary mated to attend the following meetings:

The aim of this is to promote, @a@te and harmonisation of PSC inspection
regimes.

Serious deficiencies noted by PSCOs led to thentleteof 553ships. The detentions allow for the
rectification of the serious deficiencies priorth@ ships departure; the overall detention pergenta
for the year is 9.82%Although the total number of inspections is mdrantin the year 2007; for the
year 2008, the detention percentage actually iseckalightly from the 9.42% recorded in 2007.

The average number of deficiencies per inspectiothe year 2008 (3.3) has not changed much
compared to the year 2007 (3.2).

It should be noted that Australia, being membebath the Asia Pacific MOU (Tokyo MOU) and
Indian Ocean MOU, shares their PSC data \itith MOUs and so when considering a world
picture of statistics, this duplication of data slibbe taken into account.

Defective engine room fire dampers

Corroded Sounding Pipe

Engine room fire dampers are a significant caosédtention under the fire safety measures
category. During a port State control inspectgmyeyors will check that engine room fire
dampers function correctly. Corrosion of essemplipment is usually obvious to a PSCO during
a port State control inspection. Where corrossosuich that it can adversely effect the functioning
of equipment, this can form the grounds for theessf a deficiency, and can lead to a vessel’s

detention.
